Basic requirements for the design of scientific articles

for publication in the journal "Education and society"

The volume of material proposed for publication is measured in pages of text on A4 sheets and contains from 7 to 16 pages; all pages of the manuscript must have a solid numbering.

The article is provided in 1 copy on paper and in electronic form (by e-mail or on any electronic medium).

Articles should be typed in Times New Roman font, size 12 pt with single spacing, text should be aligned in width; paragraph indent – 1.25 cm, right margin – 2 cm, left margin – 2 cm, margins at the bottom and top – 2 cm.

The title of the article, as well as the names and initials, place of work and e-mail of the authors must be duplicated in English.

The article is accompanied by an abstract and a list of keywords in Russian and English.

Information about the authors is given in the following order: Last name, first name, patronymic; academic degree, academic title, position, institution or organization, e-mail.

In the text of the article, it is advisable to:

– do not use colloquialisms, technicisms, and professionalism;

– do not use different scientific and technical terms that are similar in meaning (synonyms), as well as foreign words and terms for the same concept if there are equivalent words and terms in the Russian language;

– do not use arbitrary word formations;

– do not use abbreviations of words other than those established by the rules of Russian spelling and corresponding state standards.

Abbreviations and abbreviations should be deciphered by the place of the first mention (occurrence) in the text of the article.

Formulas should be typed in the Microsoft Equation 3.0 formula editor. formulas embedded as an image are not allowed!

Drawings and other illustrations (drawings, graphs, diagrams, diagrams, photographs) should be placed directly after the text in which they are mentioned for the first time.

Figure captions (bold 10 pt italics) should be centered on the page, and no dot should be placed at the end of the caption:

Figure 1 – the caption Text

Table captions (font # 12, below the table, centered on the page).

The text of the article is followed by a list of references in accordance with GOST R 7.0.5-2008 SIBID. Links to sources in the text are placed in square brackets; the first digit indicates the order of the source in the list, the second – the page number with a capital letter. Page numbering in the source is indicated by a small letter "C". self-Citation is not encouraged (no more than 2 sources).The list of references should contain at least ten sources on the problem, 25-30% - for the last five years.
