GENERAL PROVISIONS
on foreign citizens training in Orel State
University named after I.S. Turgenev

Foreign citizens in the Russian
Federation have the right to get education
according to the order established by the
legislation of the Russian Federation.

Foreign students are equal to the
Russian Federation Law irrespective of their
origin, social and a property status, racial and
national identity, education, language,
religion, employment and etc.

Use by foreign citizens in the Russian
Federation of the rights and freedoms should
not damage interests of the Russian State, the
rights and legitimate interests of citizens of
Russia and other persons.

Fundamental Laws and Duties
Of Foreign Students

1. Foreign students (students foundation
course and the basic faculties, a magistracy,
trainees, post-graduate students, doctoral
candidates, etc.) have the right on:

e getting education according to
curricula and programs;

e using all kinds of educational and
other services accessible for the Russian
students;

e assistance in registration of the
medical insurances certificate;

e assistance in getting visas established
by the legislation of the Russian Federation in
the order for study to Russia and departure
home;

¢ help in protection of the civil rights and
interests in the territory of Russia within the
limits of University the competence and
opportunities.

2. Foreign students are obliged:

o to follow the Constitution and Laws of
the Russian Federation, yours faithfully to
respect Russian traditions, to carry out rules
for foreign citizens living in Russia;

e master theoretical knowledge and
practical skills on the selected specialty
regularly and serious;

e to follow academic discipline, to
participate all studies, to carry out during
established time all kinds of study and
industrial practice, stipulated by curricula and
programs, to pass examinations and checks
on due dates.

Any missing of studies should be
approved by valid document (medical note,
explanatory note, application for departure,
etc.).

For misses without valid reason
student can be expelled from University.

eto carry out regulations of the
student's hostel, to follow University Charter;

e to follow instructions, orders and the
requirements of University administration,
professors and employees of the Security
service;

e to observe the established operating
mode of university strictly;

e to show the student's card \ pass on
demand of administration, professor and
employees of the Security;

e to observe cleanliness and due order
at the premises of University and hostels.
Carefully to keep preservation studying-
material resources;

eto follow rules of fire-prevention
safety;

e to be disciplined and tidy not only at
university, but also in other public places.

For not non-fulfillment of studding
curricula, University Charter, regulations,
for breaking contract provisions (for those
trained on a commercial basis) students
can be punishment up to expel from
University.

3. Training at University is divided in two
semester: the first semester comes to an end
in January/February, the second semester
comes to an end in June/July. In the end of
each semester students pass examinations
and checks;

- knowledge and skills of the students
during their training are defined by
estimations: "excellent”, "good",

"satisfactory, "unsatisfactory", "passed",
"not passed".

- students of foundation course who
successfully passed examinations, receive
certificates on the graduation from preparatory
faculty on the chosen structure on the basis of
which and documents on the previous
education they have right to be admitted to
high school on corresponding specialty;

- students who get of one or two
unsatisfactory examination estimations, have
right on two more attempts.

Any  student who gets three
unsatisfactory estimations has no right for
more attempts, and should apply to the
dean's office.

5. Foreign students are obliged to carry
out the following passport and visa
regulations:

o foreign citizens after crossing the
border of the Russian Federation should
arrive at University for migratory account
within 72 hours;

o for prolongation of validity of the visa
any student, not less than 20 days before the
termination of its action to present all
necessary documents to the Department on
international relations of University. By existing
rules the educational visa stands out for the
term of payment of study, but not less than 6
mounts years, but not over 1 year;

o if a student do the migratory account at
other address he/she should present to the
Department on international relations a copy of
the Notice account (registration of the
passport) stating at other address;

e at departure home the foreign pupil is
obliged to be removed from the migratory
account to the address of University (to hand
over the Notice in Department on international
relations of University);

e for an urgent trip home, on a vacation
in case of the termination of the operating visa
or departure study it is necessary to present all
documents for registration of the new visa not
less than 20 days prior to prospective date of
departure (processing only of the ticket is not
the basis for extraordinary official registration
of papers). In the case of departure during
academic year the student should give in the
certified telegram from the native Iland,
translated into Russian or the letter from the
embassy in Moscow, and also the consent of
dean's officeis;

validation of the national passport is not less
than 18 mount;

e students expelled from university, are
obliged to arrive within a 3 days to the
Department on international relations for the
decision of a question on an opportunity of
continuation of study or departure home.

eIn case of not fulfillment of the
established rules of stay in territory of the
Russian Federation and nonobservance by
foreign students of discipline they can be
subjected by bodies of the Ministry of Internal
Affairs of the Russian Federation in the city
Orel to administrative punishment (penalty),
and at rough infringements to exclusion for
limits of the Russian Federation or the
responsibility in the judicial order under laws of
the Russian Federation. Out of time issued
(prolonged) visa (registration of the
passport) also is administrative
infringement.
